LAUNCH OF COMMUNITY PROJECT 
On Monday this week we launched our partnership with Centre-com GMM Training a 
key feature of which was the provision of twelve netbooks for the use of students 
(mainly VCE) who had lost their homes during the recent fires.  Students in Years 7-
10 who lost their homes in the fires and still live in the Kinglake/Flowerdale area were 
also given a Netbook.  These netbooks (valued at $1000 each) come with wireless 
technology and other appropriate support to enable connectivity for the remainder of 
2009.  The netbooks will be used by the students for the duration of their time at the 
College, and then be returned for the use of other students. 
The partnership will also deliver a rebuild of our existing website and colour printing 
facilities for the local community. From the beginning of next term members of the 
community will be able to access a colour printer in the school foyer with a small 
charge for paper cost. 
Monday’s launch was attended by students, parents, staff, representatives from Centre-
com and the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development and local 
members of Parliament Danielle Green and Ben Hardman.
