PRINCIPAL’S REPORT 

SCHOOL MEMORIAL SERVICE 
The College held a Memorial Service on Wednesday April 1st at the Plenty Ranges Arts & Convention 
Centre in honour of the twenty members of the school community who perished in the February 7 fires. 
The service was attended by 800 of our students and staff and State and Federal politicians including 
the Premier Mr Brumby, The Minister for Education Bronwyn Pike, The Federal Minister for 
Agriculture Fisheries and Forestry Tony Burke, local members of Parliament Danielle Green, Ben 
Hardman and Fran Bailey, and National Party leader Peter Ryan.  The Mayor of Whittlesea Cr Mary 
Lalios was in attendance as were a number of members of bereaved families. School Chaplain Ian 
Findley led the service in which the Premier spoke and our School Captains and House Captains read 
out tributes written by fellow students. Performer Sylvie Paladino sang Amazing Grace and an 
inspiring version of You Raise Me Up. 
At the conclusion of the service students returned to the College for tree planting activities, a BBQ 
lunch and a wide range of activities run by our staff and sporting and media personalities courtesy of 
the Variety Club and White Lion. The day finished with the unforgettable sight of 800 students 
releasing coloured balloons on the basketball court. 
The school was particularly proud of the way our students conducted themselves on what was a 
challenging but positive day in our journey forward. 
VCE HOLIDAY REVISION CLASSES 
Thirteen teachers from St Helena Secondary College volunteered their time for a revision program 
which ran for three days over the recent holiday break.  Seventy of our students participated in the 
program which focussed on subjects that have exams at half year.
